Classroom Expectations:
Show Respect: Be respectful, courteous, and cooperative with all teachers, fellow students and guests. Be respectful of the school facilities, and property. Respect the personal space and property of your fellow students. Behavior problems will result in a grade reduction. A record of offenses is kept on a participation log 
Be Prepared: Each student will be given their own set of headphones will be expected to bring them to class each day. If the student does not bring their headphones they lose 1 participation point for the day and will be required to continue their progress using the worksheets in the file cabinet. The worksheets do not replace the Rosetta Stone computer lesson requirements. All computer work must still be completed. If the student does not stay on task, further participation points will be deducted off their grade. 
Be Responsible: Students are assigned a numbered computer. This will create accountability for the students to take good care of the computer. If a student damages a computer they will be charged to fix or replace the computer. The student is also responsible for keeping their computer plugged in properly when not in use. 

Each student will be assigned an individual password for signing onto the Rosetta program. It is unacceptable behavior for the students to “bump” a fellow student off of a computer by signing into their account. It will result in an immediate detention.

Students are not to change the screen saver or computer background. Students are required to report if the computer they are assigned has been altered in any way. The first offense will result in a warning. Second offense will earn the student a detention. If the content in the screen saver or background is deemed inappropriate, further discipline will be determined by the Rosetta Stone Lab Instructor and/or the administration.

Tardy Policy: Each time you are tardy to any of your classes a record is submitted to the office. On your fourth collective tardy you will receive a detention.  If your tardy habit continues you will receive a Saturday school detention. 

Missing Class: If you miss class for any reason, excused or unexcused, it is your responsibility to find out what you missed that day, and keep your projects on schedule. An unexcused absence will also affect your grade. (See the Student Parent Handbook regarding the school policy on unexcused absences and how it can effect your grade in the classes missed.)
